	Unit # 6      Title:   Connecting With Friends

	In this unit of study students learn how to interact with friends.  They practice visiting a Chinese home, introduce themselves and are introduced to others.  Students describe their lives and express personal preference to others.  They learn about a traditional Chinese home, and etiquette, customs, and behaviors that are culturally appropriate while visiting the home of friends.  Throughout this unit, students gain knowledge and insight into the cultural differences that make China and the student’s home country unique.
